vineyards!
The Chateau Haute-Théron was built after the French
Revolutionin 1789, in the hills overlooking the Lot Valley.
The seventy-four acres of vineyards, planted entirely to
Malbec (Cot), have a southern exposure with limestone

soils; some of the vines here are over thirty-five years

old.
